Lawrence served on the advisory board for Connecticut’s Independent Victim Advocate, and now serves on the advisory board of the Office of Victim Services. The Bostroms are members of the “Survivors of Homicide” organization, and have co-authored a book about their experience, “Funny – He Doesn’t Look Like a Murderer but Margie is Dead.” The book will be available for sale and signing following the Bostroms' presentation.
