Agnes.  Her experience in the domestic violence arena will help CCADV continue to make numerous, positive advances in Connecticut.”

Ms. Maldonado, a native New Mexican, is a recognized leader in the New Mexico business community in the non-profit and public service sectors. She holds a BS in Accounting from the University of Albuquerque and has a strong background in planning, implementing, and managing financial systems and programs. She served five years as the Executive Director of Exploria Science Center & Children’s Museum and held the position of Executive Director of the New Mexico Coalition Against Domestic Violence for eight years.
